
· Most evolved programs are small. This indicates that most of the problems tackled by GP are equivalent to small functions found in a typical Applications Programming Interface library, that is a few dozen statements.

· Many experimental reports do not give a full picture of the parameters and environment used. This makes comparisons difficult. 

· Many parameter values were inferred from the experimental results.

· General lack of detail concerning the complexity of the problem being tackled.

· The bulk of the work on GP focuses on the GP specific parameters.

· Analyse further results, as they become available.

· Devise a notation for the Taxonomy.

· Look for relationships between parameters, especially relationships between the problem, GP specific and results.
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
